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Abstract

This research project aims to enhance students’ learning motivation and results in the English-
medium content course “Global Leadership: Trends in Culture and the Arts”. The researcher (also
the teacher of the course) attempts to achieve this by introducing cellphone Apps in the in-class
activities so as to encourage more class interaction and participation from the students. In addition,
the researcher develops three non-traditional tasks for this course to maximize students’
engagement in active and independent learning of English language skills. In so doing, it is
expected that students will gain a better understanding of major Western and Eastern cultural and
artistic traditions, as well as advancing their English proficiency. The participant students of this
project are freshman students of the International Business and Administration Program (IBA) and
sophomore students of the Sustainability Science and Engineering Program (SSE) of the
International College at Tunghai University. This research hopes to shed light in the developing area
of English-Medium Instruction by exploring the relations between student learning outcome,
student learning interest, and teaching strategies and assessments in an international cross-cultural
setting.
