STUDY ON ANCIENT TONES

Chiang Cheu-chian

Until the present the study of ancient phonology has been stressed on the initial
and final sounds. As to ihe study of tone there is very little practical achievement,
though the ideas on it have improved from time to time. If we search for the
reasons we will find it is because(l) the former scholafs have not established
principles, so that there is no standard in rhyming harmony and no pertinent way
of analyzing the rhyming patterns in poetry, and(2) they have also neglected the
relationship between the different meanings and tones of a character.(3) Although
Chiang Yu-kao (yL#H¥;) has put down some principles, he has not closely followed
them in his own étudy and the many materials he used were not always dependable
and so the conclusions he drwe did not always stand in the evidence.

This paper proposes that in the study of ancient tone we must rely on the
rhymes of the Book of Poetry (#3%) as the main source and presents two bases for
study: (1) Give every final sound a dependable pronunciation. (2) Establish a standard
for the classification of various toness. At the same time eight principles are set
down: (T ) If a character usually rhymes with characters of another tone and not
with characters of the same tone, it is considered that its ancient tone is different
from its medieval one. (II) If a character rhymes only once with a character of
another tone and never with a character of the same tone, it is considered an
exception. (M) If a character is of the (II) case but Hsia Hsin (BAT) in his s
sy has already decided it should take anther tone, it is accepted as it is.

(Iy) If a character rhymes with another tone and also with the same tone and
there is no meaning difference, it is considered that its ancient tone is the same as
its medieval one. (V) If a character rhymes with tone A and tone B and there is a
meaning difference which is similar to the medieval one, it is considered that the
decision on the tone class is the same in both situations. (VI) If a character,
together with characters of the same tone, rhymes with another tone, it is considered
only a tone-change ( without rhyme-change) phenomenon, unless it can he proved in
other ways that their tone is definitely different from their medieval one. (V) If a
character rhymes more often with another tone and only rarely with the same tone,
it is considered that it also has that tone in its ancient case. (V) If a character has
more than one tone according to f&#& but one of its tones is missing in the books of
rhyme before medieval time, it is considered that that tone is not present in its
ancient cass, unless it can b2 proved otherwise from the evidence in the Boor of

Poetry.
